It has come to our attention that there are numerous items needing repair at the Sherburn Branch Library.  As part of the agreement for county library service, the city housing each library is responsible for the maintenance and upkeep of the library facility.  Although the library may eventually move to a different location, at this point, the City of Sherburn has not provided funds for the move to occur.  Therefore, we would like to see these current problems corrected:

Lighting: Problem with fluorescent bulb near the front of the building, goes on and off frequently.

Leaks: Leaks throughout the building.

Water Running Over the Circuit Breakers: Causing electrical and fire hazard in the rear of the building.

Concave Ceiling: Ceiling is collapsing due to water leaking damage near the front of the building.

Mold and Mildew: Consistent leaking and water issues lead to mold and mildew build up.

We recognize that some of these issues would require extensive work.  At the same time, many of them create fire and safety hazards.  We are concerned not only for our employees, but also for library patrons and the library materials housed in the building.  We appreciate your careful consideration of these issues and would like to follow up in 90 days to ascertain what progress has been made.
